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NEW Online Registration System  

Winter youth hockey registration is now online and open 
through August 31. Each family can create an account 
and enter their individual player/coach/volunteer 
information for the winter season. 
  
All registration fees must be paid by Visa or Mastercard 
with $100 required to complete the player's 
registration.  This fee must be paid prior to Rep tryouts 
for those who choose to try out for Rep. The $100 is 
non-refundable if a player chooses not to continue with 
TCAHA following tryouts.  USA Hockey and PNAHA 
registration is also required before registering with 
TCAHA's system. If a player has not provided a birth 
certificate to TCAHA within the last 12 months, they 
must mail a copy to TCAHA in order to complete their 
registration.

All house coaches must be certified at the appropriate 
level no later than December 31, of the current 
season.

All Volunteers must be screened using the Acxiom 
background check and the Washington State Patrol 
background check.
